2. Students are to maintain neat and appropriate clothing standards. This produces an environment conducive to learning, and displays respect for oneself and others. The dress code applies to all participants and includes, but is not limited to the following:

6. Students are to display proper classroom conduct. Courtesies such as remaining seated until dismissed and not talking out of turn are expected to be observed. 8. Students are to be under the supervision of a responsible adult at all times, including lunch time. All students must be in their enrolled classes or in study hall during each class session, they may not be wandering about the facilities or helping in classes not previously assigned to. Repeated behavior of this type will be grounds for dismissal from the program. We want this program to be a safe place for all students to enjoy learning and socializing together.
